CHAPTER - VIII

ADMISSION OF STUDENTS IN RECOGNIZED INSTITUTIONS

Students Seeking Admission to :

1.
(a)
First year class of Diploma of Associate Engineer:  Must have passed the Secondary School Certificate Examination of the Board of Intermediate and Secondary Education/University in Pakistan or any other examination recognized as equivalent to the aforesaid examination with elective Mathematics, Physics, Chemistry and English and should have been declared pass in these subjects;

(b) Diploma in Commerce Examination: Have passed/placed under compartment in the Certificate in Commerce Examination in an appropriate group of subjects or is a graduate of a recognized University.

(c) Certificate in Commerce: Have passed Secondary School Certificate examination of the Board of Intermediate and Secondary Education in Pakistan or any other examination recognized as equivalent to the aforesaid examination.

(d) Certificate in Industrial Arts Education Examination: Must have passed the Secondary School Certificate examination of the Board of Intermediate and Secondary Education/University in Pakistan or any other examination recognized as equivalent to the aforesaid examination.

(e) One Year Vocational Courses: Middle Pass.
(f) Two Year Vocational Courses:
(i) Must have passed Secondary School Certificate examination with Science and Drawing or any other examination recognized as equivalent thereto for the courses of  Mechanical and Civil Draftsman.

(ii) Middle pass for all other courses.

(g) Certificate/Diploma Courses Examination of Vocational Schools for Women :

(i) Is open to literates.

(ii) Candidates after having qualified the Certificate Course Examination may be admitted in the Second Year of Diploma class and allowed to appear in the examination on completion of required attendances of the Second Year.

(iii)  In-service-teachers desirous to qualify in other crafts are allowed to appear as private candidate.

(h) Diploma Examination  of Government  Vocational Teachers Training Institute for Women, Lahore :

Is open to a candidate who is 

(i) Matric / Middle 

(ii) Possess a Diploma from any Government Vocational/recognized Vocational Institution.

(a)
The admission to the first year class of Diploma of Associate Engineer / D.Com./ C.Com. shall begin 10 days after the publication of Secondary School  Certificate examination or Certificate in Commerce examination results, as the case may be, of the respective Boards.

(b) Admission to Certificate in Industrial Arts shall begin 10 days after the publication of Secondary School Certificate examination results.

(c) Admission to Vocational Schools for Women shall ordinarily start in the month of April each year.

(d) Admission to the Government Teachers Training Institute for Women, Lahore, shall start 10 days after the declaration of Vocational Girls Diploma Examination result.

(e) Admission to One/Two Years Vocational courses shall start on dates as fixed by the Chairman. The admissions will be completed by the date fixed by the Chairman under intimation to the Principals of the Institutes concerned.

Pl Check the late fee's

4. After the last dates of admissions as in 2 above, the Head of an Institution may admit a student upto one month from the closing date by charging a late fee of 1[Rs. 10 Approved in Board's meeting dated 5-8-99 and Rs. payable to  the Board provided that the Chairman may in  order to avoid real hardship  permit late  admission for another fortnight on payment of late fee of Rs. 20/- payable to the Board.

CHAPTER - III

WITHDRAWAL OF ADMISSION FORMS

1.
An Admission Form once submitted may be withdrawn, by the Principal/Head of an Institute, only under the following conditions:

(a) When a candidate had been sent up provisionally on account of shortage of attendance and that shortage has not been made up or condoned in accordance with the Rules.

(b) If the attendance of a candidate  has run short of the required percentage although his name had previously been forwarded by the Head of Institution to appear in the examination and the shortage is not condoned or  is short to such an extent that it cannot be condoned in accordance with the Rules.

(c) When a candidate's name has been  struck off the rolls  of the Institution for non-payment of dues provided that such action had been taken before the commencement of the examination.

(d) When a candidate has been rusticated or expelled or his character certificate has been withdrawn for mis-conduct before the conclusion of the examination.

2.
A candidate may be sent up provisionally if he is likely to make up the deficiency in respect of satisfactory class/shop work by the end of the  session, failing which his name may be withdrawn upto fifteen days before the commencement of the examination.
